Monday and Tuesday routes will be collected on normal schedule on Monday and Tuesday, 
September 18 and 19. Waste Management representatives said due to Monday, September 11 and 
Tuesday, September 12 routes not collected this week because of the evacuation, Waste 
Management representatives will pay close attention to extra waste outside of carts and will collect 
this material as well. 
 
Waste Management residents are being asked to continue to place only allowed recyclables into the 
recycle bins.
